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Snow Cone Machine

Operating Instructions

1. Place the metal try under the machine and run the tube into a bucket.

2. Turn the motor switch to the on position (It is a safety switch and will not engage until the machine is plugged in).

3. Fill the gooseneck full of ice cubes or block ice that has been broken into pieces 3” to 4” inches in size.

4. Allow the motor to come up to speed.

5. Push the plunger handle down to move the ice against the cutter blades.

6. A firm even pressure is all that is needed but occasionally it will be necessary to relieve the pressure and then continue on.

Tips

1. Forcing the handle down can stall out the motor.

2. Too much pressure on the handle will cause the ice to be too coarse.

3. Not enough pressure will cause the ice to come out too mushy.

4. Keep fingers and foreign objects out of the gooseneck.

5. The machine is designed to chop ice only!

6. Do not dilute the syrup.  Squirting it directly on the ice will yield the required 5-1 mixture ratio.
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
